NATO Energy Security Centre of Excellence, hereinafter referred to as the Customer, represented by Col Gintaras BAGDONAS Director of the NATO Energy Security Centre of Excellence, acting in accordance with Memorandum of Understanding among the Ministry of National Defence of the Republic of Lithuania, the Ministry of Economic Affairs and Communications of the Republic of Estonia, the Minister of Defence of the French Republic, the Ministry of Defence of the Italian Republic the Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Latvia, the Ministry of National Defence of the Republic of Turkey and The Ministry of Defence of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, concerning the establishment, administration and operation of the NATO Centre of Excellence for Energy Security (NATO ENSEC COE) and .............[Name, SURNAME]................., hereinafter referred to as the Author (hereinafter both collectively referred to as the Parties), pursuant to the Public Procurement Procedures approved by NATO ENSEC COE Director on 25th March, 2013, have concluded ​​the present Agreement:

 

1. Object of the Agreement
 
1.1. The Customer is ordering, and the Author has an obligation to prepare a(n) [article/book/review/lecture etc.] on …....[topic of the article/book/review/lecture]......... (hereinafter referred as the Work) and transfer the Author's economic rights in the Work created, referred to in this Agreement, and the Customer is obliged to pay remuneration under the Agreement for the created Work in compliance with the conditions under paragraph 1.2 hereof and the transfer of the Author's economic rights in the Work created. 

1.2. The Work must meet the following requirements:

1.2.1. text in English language;

1.2.2. submitted in electronic form;

1.2.3. number of words [per article/per page]: 1500-2500;

1.3. The Author shall transfer the following economic rights in the Work (Uses of the Work):
1.3.1. reproduction the work in any form or by any means;

1.3.2. publication the work;

1.3.3. translation of the work;
1.3.4. adaptation, or other transformation of the work;

1.3.5. distribution of the original or copies of the work to the public by sale, rental, lending, or by any other transfer of ownership or possession, as well as by exporting and importing;

1.3.6. communication to the public of the work in any way, including the making available to the public of the work over computer networks (on the Internet).
 
 

2. Procedure of the presentation and acceptance of the Work
 
2.1. The Work referred to in paragraph 1.1 hereof must be presented to the Customer by .......... .....[date]........ ....... . 

2.2. The Customer shall evaluate the Work presented by the Author in 30 (thirty) days from the date of presentation of the Work, and shall notify the Author of the acceptance or rejection of the Work, or the need to make corrections to the Work. 

2.3. If within the period referred to in paragraph 2.2 hereof the Customer fails to give any notice to the Author, the Work shall be accepted by written statement, including communication via e-mail. 

2.4. The acceptance of the Work shall be confirmed by written statement, including communication via e-mail; after acceptance, it shall be deemed that the Work has been created in accordance with the conditions of the Agreement and the Author shall become entitled to his remuneration under the Agreement.

2.5. Upon the acceptance of the Work the Customer shall become the successor in title of the Author's economic rights to the Work created, as referred to in paragraph 1.3 hereof; the right of ownership of the Work shall pass to the Customer.

 

3. Author's remuneration and payments
 
3.1. Total amount of author's remuneration for the creation of the Work and the transfer of the Author's economic rights therein shall be EUR .............. (..................[amount in words]..................... euro).
3.2. If the Author is a temporary or permanent resident of the Republic of Lithuania, the Customer shall deduct statutory charges imposed under the legal acts of the Republic of Lithuania from the amount referred to in paragraph 3.1 hereof and shall pay to the Author the amount remaining after deduction of the tax payments. If the Author is not a temporary or permanent resident of the Republic of Lithuania, the Author shall bear all the statutory charges imposed by the legal acts of the Author’s country of citizenship.
3.3. The Author's remuneration shall be paid by the Customer within 30 days from the day of written statement of acceptance, by transferring the amount due to the Author's bank account referred to in paragraph 10 hereof.

3.4. The Author, on the day of written statement of acceptance, must inform the Customer in writing, including communication via e-mail, whether he is a temporary or permanent resident of the Republic of Lithuania and of any professional military service, state service or employment relationships he is in at the given date. By responding to the written statement of acceptance, the Author shall indicate therein whether the Author is bound by any employment relationship on the signing date.

 

4. Obligations of the parties
 
4.1. The Author shall:

4.1.1. create the Work corresponding to the conditions hereof independently and in good faith, without prejudice to any other copyrights;

4.1.2. not transfer the Work or any parts thereof for use by any third parties without the Customer's written consent;

4.1.3. present the Work prepared in accordance with the conditions and requirements established hereunder to the Customer by the expiry of the time period referred to in paragraph 2.1;

4.1.4. correct any deficiencies of the Work within the time period provided by the Customer, free of charge; 

4.1.5. immediately, but no longer than in 3 days from the emergence of the circumstances, notify the Customer of the circumstances capable of preventing the completion of the Work in the time agreed hereunder or performance of other contractual obligations. Upon failure to meet the obligation within the given time periods, the Author, claiming for the extension of the period of the Agreement and/or compensation of damages, shall not be entitled rely on those circumstances. 
4.1.6. provide the Customer with comprehensive and gratuitous assistance in the implementation of the protective actions concerning the Work created and transferred in line with this Agreement.

4.2. The Customer shall:

4.2.1. carry out examination of the Work prepared by the Author and presented to the Customer and notify of the examination results, pursuant to the conditions and procedures established herein. 
4.2.2. Pay the remuneration to the Author pursuant to the established conditions and procedures;
4.2.3. Refrain from any violations of the Author's moral rights and non-transferred economic rights during the use of the Work by the Customer.

 

5. Liability

5.1. The Author shall pay to the Customer 10 (ten) percent of the amount of the remuneration referred to in paragraph 3.1, as minimum damages agreed by the Parties in advance, in case of the non-performance or defective performance of his obligations established herein and/or the Customer's unilateral termination of the present Agreement on the above grounds. 
5.2. The Author, having failed to fulfil the obligations established hereunder, is obliged to indemnify the Customer for the losses incurred as a result.

5.3. The Author shall indemnify the Customer or any other person to whom the Customer would transfer the Work, for the damage incurred as a result of third party claims made in relation to the Work and violation of their rights.

5.4. Budgetary funding delay shall make the Customer fully exempt from liability and the interest on late payments.

6. Force Majeure

6.1. None of the Parties shall be held liable for a partial or complete failure to perform their obligations, provided it was due to force majeure.

6.2. A Party unable to fulfill its obligations due to force majeure must promptly, but no later than within 5 (five) days after the occurrence or discovery of the circumstances, notify the other Party in writing.

6.3. Force majeure circumstances shall be the circumstances referred to in Article 6.212 of the Civil Code and the Regulations on exemption from liability in the event of force majeure adopted by Resolution No. 840 of the Government of the Republic of Lithuania of 15 July 1996. In determining the force majeure circumstances Parties shall refer to Resolution No. 222 of the Government of the Republic of Lithuania of 13 March 1997 "On the approval of issuance procedure of certificates of force majeure circumstances". 

 

7. Validity

 

7.1. The Agreement shall enter into force upon the date of last signature and shall remain in effect until the complete performance of the contractual obligations by the parties. 

7.2. Provisions of the Agreement may not be changed during the Agreement period, except for provisions for which the possibility of changing is foreseen in the Agreement, provided that the change would not violate the legal acts. The Agreement may be amended or supplemented in accordance with the laws, by a written agreement of the Parties.

7.3. The Agreement may be terminated:

7.3.1. by a mutual agreement of both parties;

7.3.2. by the Customer's unilateral notice to the Author given 15 days in advance, provided that:

7.3.2.1. the Author fails to fulfill its obligations under the Agreement for more than 20 (twenty) days;

7.3.2.2. the Author in performance of his obligations under paragraph 4.1.3 resubmits to the Customer the final Work (corrected according to the Customer's notes) with defects; 
7.3.2.3. the Author is in breach of his obligations listed in paragraph 4.1 hereof.

7.4. Upon termination of the Agreement on the grounds referred to in paragraph 7.3.2 hereof, the Author's remuneration shall not be paid, and the Author shall be obliged to pay agreed minimum damages under paragraph 5.1 hereof to the Customer within 15 (fifteen) days; the payment of them shall not relieve the Author from the obligation to pay all damages incurred by the Customer, due to non-performance or defective performance of the Agreement by the Author.

 

8. Dispute settlement procedures
 

8.1. All disputes or differences in connection with the Agreement shall be resolved by negotiation of the Parties.

8.2. In case of the Parties' failure to reach Agreement, the disputes shall be settled in accordance with the laws of the Republic of Lithuania in the courts of the Republic of Lithuania local to the registered office of the Customer.

 

9. Final provisions
 

9.1. This Agreement is governed by the legislation of the Republic of Lithuania.

9.2. The Agreement is concluded for an unlimited period of time. Should the law restrict the duration of some clauses agreed herein, the term of such clauses shall be the maximum period of time allowed by applicable law.
9.2. The Agreement was concluded in the English language in two original copies, one for each Party. Both texts of the Agreement are authentic and have equal legal force.

9.2. The Parties are obliged to notify each other in writing no later than within 7 (seven) days about the change of the contact details referred to in paragraph 10 hereof. A Party failing to notify of a change of its contact details in time may not make claims against the acts of the other Party, obliged in accordance with the details of the Party given in the Agreement.
